Through the updated Four Key Tasks (Values Education, Reading across the Curriculum, Integrating
and Applying Knowledge and Skills across Disciplines, and IT for Self-directed Learning), our
school-based English Language Education Curriculum seeks to strengthen the development of
generic skills in learning and teaching while promoting Learning to Learn 2+.

All English language teachers use the task-based method to help students become more proficient in
the language, give them chances to grow intellectually and personally, and increase their exposure to
and understanding of different cultures through the use of the English language.

The main developments in our school-based English language programs this year are as follows:
Positive Values Education Programme

» P.1-6 Self-Learning Programme
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Using a Self-Study Record Book (SSRB), students noted new vocabulary and expressions they
had learned from readers, storybooks, newspapers, and textbooks. Students were required to seek
up the definitions of the words they selected from the textbooks in the dictionary in order to
encourage self-directed learning and dictionary skills. Additionally, a new section called "Self-
study Corner” was included to each chapter of the booklet to allow students to continue their
education with the help of some helpful resources. There were additional challenges that required
pupils to use vocabulary words and the language focus of each chapter to complete different
types of assignments. Students' creativity, higher order thinking abilities, and problem-solving
abilities were all enhanced by these assignments. Additionally, students were given access to
grammar notes and vocabulary-building videos to help them learn the pronunciation and
language focus of the vocabulary in each chapter and to increase the amount of words in their
vocabulary.

Sharing Garden (P.1-6)

This year, every student in Primary 1 through 6 made two solo performances, one for each term.
They presented on subjects that were connected to either their past knowledge or the chapters
they had read in their textbooks. In order to come up with ideas for their presentation, students
employed a range of higher order thinking techniques. Through this exercise, they enhanced their
presentation abilities and learned how to organize ideas.

P.1-3 Development of Text Sets (DTS) Programme

For Primary 1 to 3 students, our school created theme-based Developing of Text Sets (DTS)
units, which were used in NET sessions. Together, LETs and NETS created a stimulating learning
environment and offered resources to help our students get the courage to try new things when
speaking English. The Primary Longman Elect textbook subjects, learning aims, and objectives
from the ELE KLACG's strands of experience, knowledge, attitude, and values, as well as
language skills, served as the basis for the themes and concepts of the DTS units. Students
relished the opportunity to learn in a real and meaningful way through the use of multimodal
texts, guided reading, shared reading, and several enjoyable activities.

P.4-6 Enhancement Progrmme

Miss Brand, a teacher who speaks fluent English, was brought on board to enhance students'
oracy abilities and expand the school-based Reading Across the Curriculum program for Primary
4-6. Students linked their study of the English language with knowledge from other topics
through a variety of authentic texts and storybooks. Students were also encouraged to speak and
express themselves in English accurately and fluently through games and the creation of a
realistic language-rich atmosphere.

English Wednesday

In order to foster an English-speaking community and give students greater opportunities to

interact with English at school, ‘English Wednesday’ was held on Wednesdays. Our NETS
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greeted students at the gate and had conversations with them in the classrooms every Wednesday
morning. English announcements were also made. English songs were played in the
morning. On English Wednesdays, EPC, NETs and English Ambassadors worked together to
run a variety of recess activities.

» Week of Love and growth

This year, our school joined the Week of Love and Growth, which was a cross-curricular English
week promoted by the EDB. It was held from 6th to 10th May, 2024. The core message of the
week was to teach students the importance of loving and valuing oneself, our family, friends and
our community. Various activities were conducted so as to promote these values.

Evaluation:

The English Language enhancement programme was implemented with the objective of
improving students’ speaking and reading abilities. It is aimed to provide more opportunities
for students to express themselves and communicate with one another in English. Based on
the topics from course books, various learning activities were designed so as to develop
students’ higher-order thinking skills and creativity. In addition, a wide range of reading
materials with various themes, such as both paper-back and electronic storybooks, non-fiction
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books, menus, webpages and so on, were adopted in order to enhance students’ reading skills
and expand upon their current vocabulary.

The target levels of this enhancement programme were Primary 4 to Primary 6 this year.
The NET had a single lesson with Primary 4 and a double lesson with Primary 5 and 6 every
week. The total number of lessons per week was 25. This year, the school-based P.4 - 6 NET
scheme continued to take the Reading across the Curriculum (RaC) approach when designing
the units.

One new RaC unit per term was designed for P.4-6. There were totally 2 developed units per term per
level. The overview of the units are shown in the tables below. Students were required to read different text
types so as to gain more knowledge on the topics chosen. Based on the result of teacher’s questionnaire,
teachers agreed that students’ higher-order thinking skills and creativity were enhanced through various

learning activities.

Based on the teachers’ questionnaire, 100% of teachers agreed that students were able to
express themselves freely and most of them enjoyed the NET lessons. Students were
encouraged to share their ideas through interactive learning activities so that their confidence
in expressing themselves in English could gradually be built up. Besides, a natural English-
speaking environment was established by the NET. As the NET is a foreigner, students were
only allowed to speak in English when interacting with her. They would also like to know
more about the cultures and background of the NET.

Across all levels, 100% of teachers agreed that students demonstrated improved English
language skills. Students improved in their speaking, writing and reading skills. Many
student’s abilities to communicate effectively in English improved. Students were also more
confident, as many students were more willing to participate in class discussions, ask questions,
and express their ideas. Students demonstrated stronger oral communication skills, as well as
written skills. Many students’ ability to make inferences from a text improved. With the
exposure of a variety of texts, students expanded their vocabulary and improved their
comprehension skills. The NET developed students’ higher order thinking through questioning
and challenging tasks which required their critical thinking and creativity.

Apart from the school-based NET scheme, the NET provided assistance in various English
Language activities on English Wednesdays and the Week of Love held in May. She also
carried out recess activity for Primary 4-6, Story to Stage Puppetry Competition and other
competitions outside school. In addition, she was one of the teachers-in-charge of the English
Ambassador Team. Her presence definitely supported the development of the school-based
English Language curriculum and provided students more chances to communicate in English
outside classroom.

In conclusion, students’ confidence in speaking and reading was enhanced through various
learning activities and authentic speaking opportunities provided by the NET. Most students
enjoyed having NET lessons and actively participated in the learning activities. Tasks designed
were challenging and helped develop students’ higher-order thinking skills and creativity.
Student’s vocabulary could also be expanded through reading. Therefore, the English
Language enhancement programme should be continued next year so as to continuously
advance the school-based NET Scheme for upper primary levels.

Evidence:
From teachers’ questionnaires, we discovered that:
< 100% of teachers agreed that students’ proficiency in English Language was enhanced
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through this programme.

< 100% of teachers agreed that pupils were generally able to make improvement in their
speaking and reading skills.

< 93.3% of teachers agreed that majority of students enjoyed interacting with the NET
during recess/outside class.

< 100% of teachers agreed that majority of students were more motivated to speak in
English.

< 100% of teachers agreed that students’ higher-order thinking skills and creativity had
developed progressively over the course of the school year.

Suggestion:
<> Having an additional NET as a resource and more manpower to improve the school-
based English language curriculum was beneficial to our school. In the upcoming year,
it is recommended that the NET Project could keep creating new RaC units and adapting
the ones that already exist with the new English textbook.
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
